FITTING THE LADDER EXTENSION TO THE EXTENSION LEGS IN 2 STAGES:

1. Locating and securing ladder extension to ladder extension legs.
2. Drilling the ladder extension legs.

3. Extension ladder storage.

4. Using levelling feet.

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STEP 1: FITTING EXTENSION LADDER TO LADDER EXTENSION LEG

1.0)

Place the ladder from the Altitude tent
(RTT) horizontally on flat surface with
step tread surface facing up. Place a
cross-wise chock about 10cm in height,
under bottom end to elevate legs of the
ladder into free space.

Extend both RTT ladder extension legs
to their full extents. Tighten the clamps.

1.1)

Straddle the ladder extension accessory
(561AS003) with the U - shaped side
brackets over each of the RTT ladder
extension legs. Push the ladder
extensions (561AS003) up the tent
ladder until the U brackets fit flush with
bottom extrusion of the RTT ladder.

1.2)

With extension ladder brackets in place
use G-clamps to hold extension ladder
in the centre of the bracket tightly in
place against the extension legs of the
RTT.

Clamp both sides.

1.3)

Locate the horizontal hole in U-bracket
on the outside RH side of the ladder
and drill this out to 8mm.

Drill through this hole keeping
perpendicular to surface. Drill through
one surface only of the RTT ladder
extension leg.
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1.4)

Now locate 8mm dill bit to
corresponding inside hole pre-drilled on
the extension ladder (561AS003). Drill
through one surface only of the RTT
extension leg extrusion. The hole
inside needs to align to the outside
hole drilled in the previous step of
these instructions.

1.5)

Once both holes are drilled through RTT
extension leg pass the drill bit back
and forward through 8mm hole to
make sure the 8mm wire lock pin
(6152216) can pass through.

Do both sides.

1.6)

Locate 8mm wire lock pin (6152216)
through hole.

Do both sides.
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1.7)

Locate top face hole in U bracket on the
outside RH side of the ladder. Drill an
8mm hole through this hole keeping
perpendicular to surface.

Drill through all four surfaces of the
RTT ladder extension leg, through
and out to the other side.

1.8)

Once both holes are drilled right through
RTT ladder extension leg, pass the drill
bit back and forward through 8mm hole
to make sure the 8mm wire lock pin
(6152216) can pass through and be
fitted.

Do both sides.

1.9)

Install the 8mm wire lock pin (6152216)
through U bracket and drilled hole.

Do both sides
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1.10) With four wire lock pins in place and
the wire loops locked over the ends
of the pins, the ladder extension
accessory is now fully fitted to the
ladder for the tent

STEP 2: LADDER EXTENSION STORAGE IN ALTITUDE TENT

2.0) The ladder extension can be removed
from ladder and secured to the main
ladder stiles when in transit.

Place the extension ladder between the
lower leg stiles of the ladder.

Using the bungee ball cords
(559PA001) wrap cords around ladder
extension legs and ladder legs.

The ladder extension can then be stored
in the RTT ladder storage compartment
in the roof of the tent.
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STEP 3: USING LADDER EXTENSION LEVELLING FEET

3.0) To use the extension ladder levelling legs,

loosen cam handle on side of ladder.
Extended the desired amount, lock the
extension legs with the compression cam
handle. Adjust the locking nut to increase
or to decrease the locking force if required.
Ensure they are securely locked.

Note:-

Check the ladder extended feet are firmly
planted on the ground and the ladder is
stable.

Ensure ladder leg adjustment clamps
are adjusted and tested to be suitable
to the heaviest occupant’s weight
before ascending the ladder and the
ladder is set stably at the top and to the
ground.

DO NOT exceed the maximum weight
capacity specified on the ladder.

The ladder at the top, must be hooked
to the ladder rail on the Altitude tent
when in use. DO NOT use the ladder
without it being hooked on to the tent.
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
